1.1 Scheduled Conference Meeting Dates

1.1.4 Meetings will be held at a location deemed appropriatead=xecutive Committee. Meeting locations
may change from time to time due to the availability ebting sites.

1.2 Meeting Topics

such review is complete.

All member organizations must be represented at allM@3ddnctions. This includes, but is not limited
to weigh-ins, coaches meetings, etc. édugganization not in attendance will be fined $250. Failure to
pay said fine within two weeks shall regulthe organization be placed on probation for one year.

For purposes of attendance the following rules shadippdied: Any organization arriving more than
fifteen (15) minutes late to the staraaheeting or function or departs more than fifteen (libutas
prior to the conclusion of a meeting orchion, shall be considered absent. Each organizaticst m
actively participate in said functions®considered present. Attendance will be reporteliraeatings.

The annual coaches meeting shall be mandatory foeall coaches. Assistant coaches are also
encouraged to attend, as this is the meeting where rulgeh&r the upcoming season are discussed.
There will be a fine of $50 for each squad that fails tenat If any member of the Executive Board is
notified in advance of a squad’s inability to attend,fthe may be waived. The assistant coach may
attend in the place of the head coach, given one weekice to the League Secretary and with the
approval of the Executive Board of the WOJFC.

Impeachment mustfibened by two-thirds (2/3) vote of the entire Board
membership. Any officer or member under irope@nt shall be temporarily suspended from his/her
position until the impeachment proceedergscomplete.
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Article IV - Duties of The Board of Trustees

4.1.9 The Board of Trustees must approve all purchases thatc$89.99.
4.2 Division Commissioners

4.2.1 A Division Commissioner for each Division may be appaihby the Chairman to assist the Co-Chairman
and 3rd Grade/Bantam Commissioner as deeewedsary by the WOJFC.

4.3 Executive Board

4.3.1 The Executive Board consisting of the current year'ai@man, Co-Chairman, Treasur8ecretary,
Communications Officer, Competition Diacand Sergeant-at-Arms has the power to issue disaiplina
actions including, but not limited to, probaéiny warnings, reprimands, and/or fine any persons or
organizations that come within the auspifebe WOJFC as deemed necessary to enforce the
Constitution, By-Laws, or Playing
Rules of the WOJFC as written. Any prada@ry warnings, reprimands, and/or fines can be
overturned by a vote equal to two-thirds (18jority of the current Board membership.

4.3.2 A coach can be temporarily suspended by a vote of taeutive Board. The Board of Trustees is the

final decision-maker on the matter ofshepension. The temporary suspension will be for no thare
two games or will be for no longer thatilithe next meeting of the Board of Trustees.
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Article V - Appeals
Appeals Process
Any current WOJFC member may appeal any decision by thedBdd rustees.

All appeals must be received in writing by the CommurocetiOfficer within two (2) weeks of the
ruling by the WOJFC Board of Trustees fapresideration.

All appeals must be made through and by the member organizatit the individual.

Once an appeal has been heard and voted upon, the @aefergecision is final and no further appeals
will be permitted.

A $100, cash or check from club, processing fee will appipémbers who wish to appeal any
disciplinary action after the original penalty has bassessed to that member. The $100 fee will be
returned to the member if the decision is overturnedweer, if original decision stands the fee will go

to the WOJFC. Member must show up the Monday afeemitident to be considered eligible to coach
that weeks practice and games.

Article VI -Fiscal Year and Calendar Week
Duration

The fiscal year of the WOJFC will be January 1 toddeiger 31.

A calendar week begins 12:01am on Tuesday and continues thheugéxt Monday at midnight.

Article VII - Conference Insurance
General Liability

All organizations in the WOJFC will be covered by a blamdaicy of general liability insurance taken
out by the WOJFC.

Each of the Executive Board positions of the WOJFC meidtonded to insure the security of the
Conference funds.

Player Medical

Each organization is encouraged to participate in a supptahpayer medical insurance program.
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Article VIII - Conference Responsibilities
WOJFC Responsibilities
Provide uniform playing rules.
Develop and approve game schedule for the season.

Contract for game officials. Note: the home organzais responsible for payment to all home game
officials.

The WOJFC Board of Trustees shall designate all stgaénd conference champions when applicable.

The numbergfdegames in a season will be voted on by
secret ballot. If an organization splits teams, tengt split evenly at the tackle levels. Failure tatspli
evenly will cost the organization home sites.

The standard game time schedule will be as follows:

Ten (10) minutes is the normal time between games. wawehis can be modified to accommodate
other activities. This must be explainecheodfficiating crew prior to the beginning of the firshga All
games will otherwise start at the présctitimes.

Team announcements must start no more than 10 minutesopgiame time, or as soon as possible after

teams have cleared the field from the previous gamédifgsane ran longer than scheduled. Games will

not start prior to their scheduled start times.

Organizations may request a variance to the standaedidento accommodate local requirements.

8.4 Conference Tournament Guidelines

8.4.1 Awards

8.4.1.1All conference awards must be approved by the WOJFC Bddandistees. The WOJFC will not
recognize an individual player for any awards or trophies.

8.4.2 Tournament Overtime Procedures
8.4.2.1First possession in overtime will be determined by a @, as if to start the game.

8.4.2.2Each team will take first possession of the bathatopponent’s 20-yard line, and be given four downs
to either score, or make a first dowm first down is made, the team will receive four add#io
downs to try and score. Both teams willagehance to score in overtime.

8.4.2.3If, at the end of the first overtime period, the sa@mains tied, each team’s subsequent possession will
begin at the opponent’s 10-yard line, anth ézam will be given four downs to try and score.

During regulation playing time of all WOJFC scheduled gamaskle, 3rd Grade and Bantam programs,
parents and spectators will be required to remain at @nonm of ten (10) yards from the entire playing
field out of bound side lines and end zone markers, exgefitose playing fields which cannot
accommodate the minimum ten (10) yard boundaries. Thesxanum area as the field facilities permits
must be identified in a safe manner behind the playersth@ndor the express purpose of the use of the
field facilities (i.e., concession stands and/or cestis). At no time during regulation playing time will
any spectator or person be permitted in the end zoneshw g@bal posts.

Physicals

All players must pass a physical examination by a legmphysician (M.D. or D.O.) prior to participating ir
any physical activity. Completed WOJFC physical formsfgoened and signed in the current calendar ye:
by a licensed physician, must be in the possession phileat organization prior to any physical activity.

Registration Forms

A completed copy of the physical/ residency form, legdolpy of birth certificate and liability release
form must be submitted to the WOJFC at weigh-ins.

Rosters and Weigh-Ins

Each individual team must fully complete and subnfgiggble (typed or printed) team roster and sideline
roster. The roster will list all certified and ungied players. That roster shall list each plagerthat

team only in numerical order based on each individuakplsassigned jersey number, followed by their
name, street address, zip code, public school distrlmbp$tie/she is attending during that playing season
grade level during that playing season, birth date, and phone nu(iNmecell phones are permitted on

the roster unless it's the only phone available.)

A completed physical / residency form (white copy), stjaad dated by the examining physician in the
Calendar year in which that season takes place aradexgipy of his/her birth certificate. Each player’s
individual physical form, birth certificate, and resideoym shall be stapled together (physical /
residency form on top, then birth certificate) and idlplaced in numerical order to match the assigned
jersey number order of that team’s roster.

Rosters, physical / residency forms and birth certésatompleted and arranged in the order specified ir
paragraphs 9.5.1 and 9.5.2 above, must be submitted to the VDtHieQtime of the*iweigh-in. Any
member organization failing to submit the roster and/or $camspecified will be fined $10.00 per
infraction. Fines must be mailed to the WOJFC Treasuitbin seven (7) days of the certification date.
These records are to remain in the possession of ten@m or Secretary for a minimum period of one
(1) year. Each individual organization must keep a coplebirth certificate and physical form on file

for each player for one (1) year.

Team rosters, showing certified ball carriers, élprovided to each member organization prior to the
start of regular season play. Each Head Coach mustéheertified team roster (signed by a WOJFC
official) with him/her, at each game, for review. Traster can be requested by a game official or by the
Head Coach of the opposing team, or WOJFC Conferene®iRexecutive Board Member at any time.

Any player not properly identified on the roster as-balfrier eligible may not participate in such a
position, with violations subject to sanctions imposed bjonity vote of a quorum.

Any change of date or time must be by mutual agreemehed?residents of the organizations involved
and approved by a member of the Executive Board. If apprtwethome organization is responsible for
notifying the league official of the change in times.

Field Requirements

The Member’s field must be ready for play as presdriibethe O.H.S.A.A. rules.

A clock and/or scoreboard that must be visible frorthést point on the playing field.

A concession booth that will provide water and iceltteams on game day at no charge to the teams. Ic
will be available for injuries only.

Adequate restroom facilities must be provided by the hoate: ({[Port-o-Lets or better). Facilities must
Supply running water or at least hand sanitaresdnitation purposes.

A PA system must be available to announce all games.

Each member organization’s site will be inspected bygtesed conference members or Executive Boarc
members to determine compliance with the rules and stsdat forth above. Inspection of all fields

will take prior to the last Monday in July of that plagiyear. All member organizations have until the
Sunday prior to the premier game to be in full compliamite these standards or they could face loss of
all home games for that season.

Game Day and Minimum Play Requirements
Qualified personnel should operate the clock, chains and dwwkers and they must be a minimum of

fifteen (15) years of age. A 15-yard penalty will be erddragainst the home team for failure to have a
chain gang in place at the start of game.

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Each organization must provide appropriate spectator f@siiich as parking, concessions, seating and
bathrooms at game sites.

The Home team must have a person with first aid traiairagl home games.

Minimum Play Rule - All players must play a minimaifive plays per half. Non-contact plays such as
kicking on PATSs, field goal attempts, and punts"agrade (and below) do not constitute a play. This rule
IS subject to disciplinary action enforced by the coaabrganization or due to player injury.

Each team will complete, sign, and turn-in a leagueigeal play-rule verification form at the conclusion
of each game. The head Coach of each team shdjl ti@iopposing team’s coach of any players who
will not be playing in the game.

If you wish to track the Minimum Play Rule of your oppat, you must send a representative to their
sideline to do so. The opposing team must allow your septative access to their sideline, and your
representative must track plays with their designatedpéehst tracks their plays.

Punishment for not allowing an opposing representative atecgssir sideline is a one week suspension
for the Head Coach on the first offense, and a onesgespension for a subsequent offense.

Also, if this rule is violated during the Tournament, pmishment will be an automatic one year
suspension for the Head Coach. Your representative, apfiusing sideline, will track the plays on the
pink copy given to your coach prior to the game, and gp®oent will track plays on the White copy with
the remaining yellow carbon. You must do this togetheceQhe game has started, your representative
may not leave the sideline at any time. This is to preaeybne from “sideline scouting”, and reporting
back to their team at the half, etc. After the gaméh ICoaches must sign and turn in their White copies
of the Minimum Play Sheet to the game site’s designat=l (@sually the Concession Stand). The coach
should keep the remaining Yellow copy for his own recdrdgdure to turn in your White copy of the
Minimum Play Sheet will result in a one week suspenfiothe Head Coach for the first offense, and a
one year suspension for a subsequent offense.

Each organization will comply with all WOJFC Playingl&s (Tackle, 3rd Grade or Bantam).

Each organization shall read the WOJFC Board approvedgone sportsmanship announcement before
every game.

Player Equipment and Safety
The WOJFC requires all member organizations to providaighest quality equipment. The safety of the

player is the utmost concern of the WOJFC and, as slisdourages the use of substandard and inferior
equipment, Allhelmetsmustbe NOCSAE approved

Players must wear only molded sole athletic shoes, rumh@astic non-removable cleats, while
participating in the WOJFC. If a player wears any fafracrew-in, non-molded or metal cleats, he/she
shall be immediately expelled for the remainder of thmegand the situation reviewed by the Board for
other possible action. Starting in 2006 all mouthpieces bwia color and attached to the helmet.

No mouthpiece can be clear or white.

All male players must wear a hard protective cup. Femplalyers must wear a hard or soft cup.

9.11 Fines

9.12 Dues

9.12.1 All member organization dues must be received by June Ydhain order to play. Failure to pay by June
1 may result in organizations being fined and/or dropped fhengame schedule. No monies will be
refunded if a team is dropped from an organization afeeMbnday meeting following the first full week
of practice of that playing year.

9.12.2 The Board of Trustees shall vote on the price of nezstiyp dues at the March meeting of that playing
year. They shall also set the fees for the gameialfi

9.12.3 Dues shall be $100.00 per team for the current year.

9.13 Team Composition

9.13.1 “Stacking” or creating an environment where an orgaminain effect, creates a select team(s) is
strictly prohibited. Any organization determined to violats frovision will face permanent
expulsion from the Conference. Any votexpel an organization for violating this rule shall be

by a two-thirds majority of the entire niership.

9.13.2 Teams shall be split evenly by numbers and equal skél.le
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9.13.3 Failure to split evenly may result in an organizaticaaliction to be determined by the WOJFC board.

9.13.4 Beginning in 2007, All participants playing in WOJFC, when gelbto a specific team color, shall
remain as a member of that particular team for thetidaraf their career in the WOJFC. Changes in
teams must first be approved by their respective clubshemdby the Executive Board of the WOJFC.

9.14 General Administrative Requirements

9.14.1 Each Organization must provide, in writing, their intentio participate in the WOJFC'’s upcoming
season not later than the regularly scheduled Marckhingee

9.14.2 Each Organization must provide a current and completedBo@ster and a copy of their organization’s
Constitution and By-Laws to the WOJFC not later thane 1 of each year.

9.14.3 Each organization must provide evidence that it is a pyppertified non-profit corporation in the state
of Ohio and that their non-profit status is current tiglothe upcoming season. Government run
organizations are excluded from this requirement. Thig baiprovided to the WOJFC not later than
June 1 of each year. Failure to provide this by the desadlill result in the suspension of the
organization from play for the entire upcoming season.

Article X - Coaches’ Responsibilities

10.1 Certification

10.1.1 All coaches must receive certification from theibliaal Youth Sports Coaches Association (NYSCA).
All member organizations shall provide, prior to or duringdhly weigh-in, proof of head coach
certification through NYSCA.

10.1.2All personnel listed on the sideline roster and Club Bdaembers 18 and over must complete an annual
background check as required by WOJFC Board of Trustees,tagiré abide by the WOJFC Coaches,
Board Member, and sideline Personnel Code of Ethics. (Matge of Ethics standards are available for
review on the WOJFC Web site; wvw.WOJFC.com, focklb members of the WOJFC.)

10.2 Conduct of Sideline Personnel

10.2.1 The head coach is and must be the individual resporisibéédeline personnel conduct.

10.2.2 Umbrellas, clipboards, binders, or any hardened objeetsarallowed on the field during play.
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10.3 Inappropriate or Unsportsmanlike Conduct

10.3.1 The Head coach shall also be charged with all “Unspamtike conduct” charged to any sideline
personnel. If any individual receives two (2) or more “Umipuanlike conduct” penalties on a given day,
he/she shall be ejected immediately and must leavertire premises. The Conference Rep for that site
shall file an incident report with the league at thet megularly scheduled meeting, which must be
attended by the suspended individual. Sideline personnel shatlénassistant coaches, substitutes,
trainers, statisticians, managers, players, elsiééline personnel must remain off the field of plaglat
times, except as approved by game officials. IAW OHSAAlglines unsportsmanlike conduct penalties
shall be addressed as follows; 1 USLC penalty- writteticetion to WOJFC, 2 USLC penalties-
separate individuals- written notification to WOJFCaH&€oach suspended following week, must appeal
at league meeting Monday following incident, 2 USLC penalsase individual- Immediate ejection
from game, required to show at league meeting Monday foilpwmcident, suspended for next game. All
suspensions are subject review by the WOJFC Board of Trustees

10.3.2 During the play of the game, only the Head Coach ocltoa the field can address the game officials
regarding game play matters.

No judgment
calls may be questioned.

10.3.3 It is a privilege, not a right, to coach in the West®mo Junior Football Conference. Coaches who fail to
live up to the Coaches Code of Conduct and fail to complye&pirit of the Game rule are guilty of
conduct detrimental and are subject to disciplinary acbascipline shall be a minimum of, and not
limited to, 2 weeks suspension and 1 year probation.

code of ethics and playing rules for the members; encoarapromote the growth of and participation

in Pee Wee and/or Youth Football programs; administdtrd@ommon requirements of the member

organizations and teams; provide a meaningful, memoraldeeararding experience for the children

who participate under the auspices of the WOJFC.

10.4 Mandatory Coaches Meeting

10.4.1 An annual meeting of all head coaches and the contriaxiduhll association Head Official will be held
prior to the premier game of each year to discuss ruékpracedures. Attendance is mandatory for all
head coaches. Unexcused absence may result in disgi@ict@ons.

Article XI - General Practice and Game Rules
11.1 Team Practice

11.1.1 No instructional meeting or organized conditioning mayt gti@or to the last Monday in July. The
acclamation period for any player will be four (4) praztlays without pads or player contact; the fifth
practice day may be with full pads, but may not invqilayer contact. The helmet may be worn at any
time at the discretion of the parent organization. (HOFlayer contact is defined as: player-to-player
contact, player to blocking pads or sleds of any typ&ktiee is limited to 2 hours per day/ 10 hours per
week/ 5 day per week maximum until Labor Day. Practicetrha conducted Monday through Friday
only.

11.1.2 After the Labor Day holiday, practice is limited tweae nights a week/ 2 hours per day/ 6hours per week.

11.1.3The WOJFC prohibits its clubs, teams, and members frotcipating in any football practice,
Scrimmage, game, or tournament outsidieeo¥WOJFC without prior approval by the WOJFC Board.

11.1.4The WOJFC prohibits its clubs and teams from combiningres$o participate in any WOJFC or
Non-WOJFC football practice, scrimmage, gam®urnament without prior approval by the
WOJFC Board. (Note: This rule does not afiplyue &' grade participants after their final WOJFC
Tournament game.)

11.1.5The WOJFC season for all its Clubs, Teams, and Mesrdms not start until the last Monday of

July and does not conclude until the congoiedif the WOJFC Tournament finals. (Note: This rule
Does not apply to trul® Grade participants after their final WOJFC Tournameniegp
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11.2 Scouting

11.2.1 Scouting in any form is prohibited by the WOJFC. If detaadito be scouting, the first offense shall be a
$250 fine and a one year suspension for allithails involved. The second offense shall be a $500 fine
And a lifetime ban from coaching in the VIFQJ

11.2.2 Scouting shall be defined as, but not limited to, the fatig:
1) The recording (in any written or electronic formjaobther team’s practices, warm-up’s, or any games
2) Attendance at any game (other than your own) of any paitepponent at the same level at which you
coach.
3) Soliciting for, or the accepting of, sog information from other individuals. (i.e., askindnets to
provide scouting information on potential opponents.)
4) Exchanging of or accepting videotapes fotimer teams or individuals on potential opponents.

Exceptions to the scouting rule:

1) Any coach within an organization mayradtany game of a “sister” team, i.e. another team wigbur
own organization.

2) Any coach may request to attend a potemg@onent’s game provided that they submit that request ir
advance, in writing to the WOJFC no later than the WOI#ague meeting preceding the game and
providing both the opponent’s parent organization and tBdJ®C approve the request.

The WOJFC recognizes that many organizations have Boambears who are also coaches and perform
duties for their respective organizations above and lkgfogir individual coaching duties. These
organizational Board Members (only those who were prgjdehtified as such to the WOJFC as
required at the beginning of each season) may attend amyajaheir own site or any game of their
teams at away sites.

11.3 Protest

11.3.1 All game protests must be followed up in writing, accomige by a $35.00 filing fee, and must be
received by the Communications Officer by the first Blayafter the infraction. A $10.00 investigation
fee will be maintained by the conference with $25.00 goirigegavinner.

11.3.2 The loser of the protest will be charged $35.00 by the WOJFC.

11.3.3 Protest will be ruled on by the Executive Board withithelved Organization(s) and action taken as
deemed necessary to assure the enforcement of the W&aHsttution, by-laws, and Playing Rul@he

Executive Board reserves the right to refer all mattethe entire Board of Trustees for review and/or
action as deemed necessary.

11.4 Forfeitures

11.4.1 The following violations could cause the forfeiture @jaane or games in which a fine may also be levied.
payable to the other involved organization to cover losseé®aexpenses as approved by the
Board of Trustees. Fines and other possible penalt@ading suspensions, are not limited to that
playing year as determined by the Board of Trustees.

11.4.1.1Any violation of player ineligibility (i.e., weightage, grade, not on the roster, etc.).
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11.4.1.2Refusal to play a conference scheduled game, home gr Aviiae may also be levied, payable to the
other involved organization to cover lossad/or expenses as approved by the Board of Trustees.

11.4.1.3A team is thirty (30) minutes (or more) late for a stHed conference game. (Note: The game will not
be called a forfeiture until after tB&tminute period has transpired and not before.)

11.4.1.4Any otherviolation of the WOJFC Constitutions, By-Laws, Playinglé®, or other rules or regulations
as determined by the Board of Trustees.

Article XII - Rulings
12.1 Rulings: This section does not apply to the 35-point rulmvered under paragraph 10.3.3.

12.1.1 The WOJFC Board of Trustees has the power to reprinmdack on probation, suspend or expel any
person, organization, or official that comes within éluspices of WOJFC for any length of time it deems
appropriate. Each organization will be provided with addad form for reporting infractions. The
Representative of the organization penalized must repddradportsmanlike conduct”, flagrant fouls,
fighting, and “removal from game” penalties. This muoestdone in writing on the standard form and
delivered to the Secretary or the Communications Ofbgehe first Monday following the infraction. A
fine of $25.00will be levied against the penalized organization for edfdnse not reported. (The $25.00
fee must be given to the organization representatitleeo®OJFC who shall submit at the next WOJFC
meeting)

12.1.2 Any individual suspended or expelled from any member orgamizahall also automatically be
suspended or expelled for the same period by the WOJFCmdimber organization must notify the
WOJFC of all such actions. Said individual will be netifas such and shall have the right to appeal thei
suspension in accordance with Article V of these By-4.aw

12.2 Enforcement and Penalty

12.2.1 The Executive Board has the power to issue any ofitliegtinary items specified in paragraph 12.1.1
above to any person, organization or game official thates within the auspices of the WOJFC to assure
enforcement of the Constitution, By-Laws, and PlayinteRof the WOJFC. Any expulsions,
suspensions or probations (more than two weeks), orlfingsr than $100.00 must be referred to the
entire Board of Trustees for review and/or action asngelenecessary, unless said fine is specifically
called for in the Constitution, By-Laws and/or Playingdé3wf the WOJFC.

12.2.2 Member organizations within the WOJFC will be respdeditr payment of any fines levied. All fines
shall be processed and paid in accordance with paragraph tiEseBy-laws.

12.2.3 All rulings shall be in writing in a manner approved by Board of Trustees.

Article XIII - Team Description

13.1 Conference Unit

prior to September 1st of that playing year.

Septemberbf that playing year.

13.1.6The Bantam team shall consist of second (2nd) graddrsedow who are at least five (5) but, not nine (9)
Years of age prior to Septemb&oi.that playing year.

13.2 Transferring Players

13.2.1 No player may move to a lower level team unless tRJAC Executive Board approves that move. Any
player who is moved to a lower team must not exceaidkélam’s certification weight.

13.2.2No player may move to an upper level team unless the WE&3EQutive Board approves that move.
(Exception: Any player who is playing “ugsrior to 2007 season may continue to play up for the
Remainder of their WOJFC career. Once [glaiger has played in the proper grade level they may no
Longer move up without prior WOJFC approval.)

13.2.3There will be no transferring of players from onanteto another within the respective clubs unless said
Transfer is clearly outlined in the club’s respectiwelBws in order for teams to retain a “Competitive
Balance” within their organization. Saichsters must be approved by the WOJFC Executive Board.

13.3 3rd Grade Football Teams

13.3.1 Organizations may organize 3rd Grade teams under theigtinosdof the WOJFC. A separate set of
playing rules will apply to the 3rd Grade program.

13.4 Bantam Football Teams

13.4.1 Organizations may organize Bantam teams under the gtiesdof the WOJFC. A separate set of playing
rules will apply to the Bantam program.
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Article X1V - Player Eligibility
14.1 Residence

14.1.1 A completed WOJFC physical / residency form is rezuof all players and must submitted in
accordance with Article 1X of these By-Laws. Playetust reside inside the organization’s authorized
area, which is the public school district’s boundarigbatime of the first scheduled WOJFC game
unless the Board of Trustees has approved otherwise irdacce with Article 1ll, Membership, of the
Constitution.

14.1.2Any waivers to the player’s eligibility must be apprdu®y a 2/3 majority vote of the Board of Directors
and will be for a single season only. €heill be no “grandfathering” of waivers to the residenales.

14.2 Team Affiliation and Game Eligibility
14.2.1A player may not play on two (2) different teams.

14.2.2 A player may not play in more than one game in tineesaeekexcept during the postseason or in the
case when a regularly scheduled game was postponed andezppyahe WOJIFC Executive Board.

14.2.3A player/team may not play games outside of the WO@Fbut prior approval from the WOJFC
Board of Trustees.

14.2.4No club may combine rosters in order to play in any gansejeror outside of the WOJFC.
(Exception: & grade does not apply to this rule upon completion of their fial game)

14.3 Grade and Age Requirements

14.3.1 Refer to paragraph 13.1 for age and grade restrictions.

14.4 Weight Limits

14.4.1 All offensive players except offensive tackles, guardd,cmters must be certified prior to competing in
any Conference scheduled games. Any player who is nohglayi offensive tackle, guard or center must
be certified as a legal ball carrier. No offensive pfagan be designated so as to permit any overweight
and/or uncertified player to either carry or advancebtiieon offense. Any coach or organization doing

so will immediately be placed on probation and musebewed by the WOJFC Board of Trustees for
further action.
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14.4.2 Certifications (Weigh-Ins) will be held on the sedd@nd) Saturday after league practice begins. A
hardship certification will be held on the Wednesdagnio the first regular season game. To qualify for
the hardship certifications a number of conditions rbestnet. First, the number of players each
individual team may bring to the hardship certificatiolinsted to a maximum of twenty percent (20%)
of the team’s total roster, rounded up to the neareskewdason. Second, the Head Coach of each team
requiring to utilize the hardship certification must proadietter listing each player who will attend and
the reason for missing the primary certification. Taiter must be submitted to the League by the
Monday prior to the primary certification on the sec&adurday in August. In extreme cases, a Coach
may make a request to exceed the 20% rule. This requesteninsivbting and meet the submission
rules mentioned above, and then brought before the Bddndistees for approval.

14.4.3 Recertification, for previously certified players gnhyill be scheduled between the third and fourth game:
of the regular season. There will be no hardship or ropkier recertifications. Any player missing
recertifications will no longer be a certified balrger.

14.4.4 Certified ball carriers must weigh less than or egquéhe maximum weight for their team level If a @ay
fails to make the appropriate weight on his/her firsrmpt, said player cannot be certified as a legal ball
carrier. Players will not be allowed to be weighe@eosd time. The weight range for the “Must Return”
column are inclusive (i.e., a fifth grader who weighsa®en 100 and 105 Ibs. must be recertified).

Teams who have not submittec
complete roster information will be subjw fines at the discretion of and as dictated bywIFC.
Ball carriers may be utilized during thessgaonly from properly completed entries as listed @h su
disbursed league rosters. Any waiver of theswould require 2/3rd majority conference quorum vote.
Failure to complete the roster will résalforfeiture of all games until the approved rostesubmitted in
accordance with Article IX, section 9.5 daticle 1V, section 13.4.

14.4.7 At the annual WOJFC weight certifications all teamsstnpresent a completed WOJFC official team
roster form in accordance with Article IX, sectiod 9.

14.4.8 If a player’s jersey number changes after the iaffidd/OJFC certification day, that change must be
forwarded to any Executive Board Member, who must forwaecchange to all member organizations in
writing.
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14.4.9 All head coaches must inform all opposing teams priordstart of any and all official WOJFC schedule
games of any and all jersey number changes that occureedhaftofficial WOJFC certification day.
Failure to properly notify opponents of any jersey numbanges could be cause for review by the
WOJFC Board of Trustees and forfeiture of game or gaamelsaction taken as deemed appropriate by
the Board of Trustees.

14.5 Acclamation Period

14.5.1 The acclamation period for any player will be fourgdgctice days without pads or player contact; the
fifth practice day may be with full pads, but may not imgoplayer contact. The helmet may be worn at
any time at the discretion of the parent organiza{NQTE: Player contact is defined as: player to player
contact, player to coach, player to blocking pads or siéday type as stated in Ohio High School
Rules.) High school football camps, promotional cgrop®ther sports’ practices do not count toward the
acclamation period.

14.5.2 The maximum practice time permitted during the acclamat@iod and prior to Labor Day is 2 hours per
day and up to 10 hours per week.

Article XV - Official’'s Responsibilities

15.1 Annual Meetings

15.1.1 An annual meeting of all game officials and all heaacbes will be held prior to the premier game of
each year to discuss rules and procedures. Attendamandatory for all head coaches. Unexcused
absence may result in disciplinary actions.

15.2 Assignment

15.2.1 No officials will be assigned to one specific orgah@a All officials will rotate games within their
respective divisions. A list of all crew chiefs’ namassigned number, and telephone number is to be

forwarded to the WOJFC Secretary before the first iaffgame each season. Cost of identifying
individual crew chiefs will be the expense of the coerfee.
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15.3 Conduct

15.3.1 All game officials will conduct themselves in a professl helpful and cooperative manner. All coaches
will treat officials with the proper respect and coopierato ensure that the participants receive proper
supervision. Officials are an extension of the coachiaff ahd should help with the educational aspects
during the game. Obviously, they must maintain a neutialdgtat all times. Game officials will discuss
player problems or conduct of player with the coacltherfield prior to the discussion with player. All
officials will be asked to sign in prior to the startloé first game of the day, listing their name and crew
number. This will be done on the game reporting form. Bachnt organization will make the form
available to the officials at the press box or corioesstand. When a coach is removed from a game by ¢
game official, the game official must complete a gaemort form and submit it to the WOJFC Rep at that
site on the date of the infraction at the conclusibtihat game. If necessary, the crew leader and oegam
official responsible for writing the infraction shallroe to the next WOJFC scheduled meeting to discuss
the events that lead to the coaches removal. The gfiigials check will be held and the official shall
not be scheduled until that official appears at a WO3ie€ting.

15.3.2The WOJFC Chairman in conjunction with the Head Led@ffieial and/or WOJFC Executive Board in
Conjunction with the Head League Officiavdéhe power to: issue a reprimand, place on probation,
And/or suspend a Game Official for miscondueng time. In addition, the Head League Official alone
Has the right to: issue a reprimand, ptaterobation, and/or suspend a Game Official at any time.

A.) Conduct issues concerning Coaches, Sideline Personngdr$?I&pectators, and Game Officials must
Be written on a WOJFC game report form and submittedefaew at the first WOJFC regular
Scheduled meeting following that event.

C.) Game Officials must remember that they are underubpiees of the WOJFC and shall act in
Accordance with the OHSAA and WOJFC Guidelines, intamlidiGame Officials are required to be
Approachable by the Head Coach and/or a WOJFC ConferapsedRd/or a WOJFC Executive Board
member. If a Head Coach and/or a WOJFC Rep and/or &®/@decutive Board member requires a
conference with the Officials during a game, a time austrbe taken by either Head Coach. Coaches
may ask questions regarding rules and rules interprefatiatarification(Head Coach could be
charged with a timeout) WOJFC Reps and/or WOJFC Executive Board members daigss Game
Officials about, but not limited to, rules, rules imegtation, safety issues, information regarding that
game or information for the good of the WOJfF&ad Coach calling time out will not be charged
with the time out).

D.) **Special Note** A Head Coach and/or WOJFC Rep and/or WOJFC ExecutigedBuember cannot
call for an Officials conference to discuss a judgemalhtoy an Official.

E.) WOJFC Executive Board members and/or WOJFC Reps, Galn&alsf and Head Coaches are
directed to defuse all potential situations that maypbecvolatile.
